After her coronation, in her first Christmas address the Queen asked her subjects to 'Pray for me … that God may give me wis-

dom and strength to carry out the solemn promises I shall be making, and that I may faithfully serve Him and you, all the days 

of my life.’ 

In December 2000, in another Christmas address, the Queen stated: ‘For me the teachings of Christ and my own personal ac-

countability before God provide a framework in which I try to lead my life.’ 

Those teachings are not always easy to obey – as anyone who has taken them seriously knows. The Queen herself knew the 

reality of the cost of following Jesus when, despite a close family member having been assassinated by the IRA, she neverthe-

less shook hands with Sinn Fein's Martin McGuinness, this at a crucial stage in the peace process that ultimately brought about 

great change in Northern Ireland. 

It costs to follow Jesus. It is not an easy path. But the results can be wonderful beyond words, when peace replaces violence, 

love replaces hatred, trust is won where suspicion once held sway. 

I wonder if you have a faith. Do you have a Christian faith? If so, is your Christian faith something that people around you 

could identify, can they point to the difference that it makes in your life? 

In other words, is your faith as real as the Queen’s faith?
